Farm strategy

(maize, banana, beans) and livestock (3 cows and 25 local chickens). Increase land 
productivity using manure and fallowing 

Objectives:  Produce enough for the market and home consumption 

Main historic milestones of the farm/family

 He inherited 14 acres of land and manage the farm using both family and hired labour. Labour 
allocation: 3 Children  (6%, 6%, 3%), Man  = 40%, Wife = 45%. Land ratio: 3.5
